With Definitions for Homelessness 
(We receive homeless counts in three different areas: HUD definition of homeless, McKinney-Vento homeless qualified children, and other homeless and precariously housed individuals not in the first two categories).  
1. HUD Definition (2567 individuals counted)
· an individual who lacks a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence; and

· an individual who has a primary nighttime residence that is — a supervised publicly or privately operated shelter designed to provide temporary living accommodations (including welfare hotels, congregate shelters, and transitional housing for the mentally ill); an institution that provides a temporary residence for individuals intended to be institutionalized or; a public or private place not designed for, or ordinarily used as, a regular sleeping accommodation for human beings. 

· The term “homeless” or “homeless individual” does not include any individual imprisoned or otherwise detained.

2.  McKinney-Vento qualified homeless children (3718) cumulative count reported by CMS from the beginning of this school year term through January, 2012.  (June, 2012 cumulative school year total is 4922).  Definition:
· Lacks a regular, fixed and adequate nighttime residence (sub standard housing). 
· Is sharing housing due to economic struggles (doubled-up). 

· Is living in a shelter, hotel or motel. 

· Is living in a public place not designed for sleeping (cars, parks). 

· Is an unaccompanied youth. 

· Is a child or youth awaiting foster care placement. 

· Is a child or youth abandoned in a hospital. 

· Is a migrant child who qualifies under any of the above.

3.  Other homeless and precariously housed persons (819 counted)

· Homeless Jail inmates. 
· Homeless hospital inpatients. 
· Recently foreclosed and evicted. 
· Other homeless served by Homeless Service agencies not included in count above.
