Charlotte Mecklenburg Lake Patrol

Officer Doug Lambert reported 155 total calls for service in August 2009 including 125 inspections, 7 boats assisted, 46 citations issued, 31 boaters warned, 4 navigational hazards removed and 3 BWI’s. There were no boating accidents in August. Discussion was also brought up about bow riding on boats under way and the discretion of Lake Patrol Officers to issues citations for this unsafe practice.

Catawba County 
A.L. Minton reported for Catawba County that in the month of August there were 143 calls for service, including 219.5 hours patrolling the lake, 28 training hours, 158 boats inspected, 106 PWC’s inspected, 63 property checks, 77 warning citations, 2 hard citations, 12 vessels assisted, 3 navigational hazards removed. Assistance was also provided to Mecklenburg County for a track hoe that fell off of a barge and sank near marker 3.
